I - ENTRATE DEI MUSEI E DONAZIONI

Grafico 1 - Distribuzione percentuale di alcune tipologie di entrate in alcuni musei americani e canadesi
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Il Grafico 1) evidenzia la distribuzione percentuale delle entrate. Il peso delle donazioni private e di con-
tributi associativi oscilla da un minimo dell’11% per il Seattle Art Museum ad un massimo del 35% per
I’Academy Natural Science’.

Queste entrate sono in genere superiori a quelle derivanti dai diritti di ammissione. Si noti poi che a que-
sti valori vanno aggiunte, per alcuni musei, le quote dei contributi associativi.

La Tabella 1) evidenzia per gli stessi musei e secondo il medesimo criterio i relativi valori percentuali.

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In entrambe le rappresentazioni si evidenzia come il contributo pubblico incida in maniera rilevante solo
per 1 musei canadesi, mentre nel resto dei musei oscilla tra lo 0,18 del MOMA e I'11,34% dell’American
Museum of Natural History.

Proventi significativi derivano per tutti 1 musei dalle attivita connesse al patrimonio (rendite) e da inve-
stimenti. Le donazioni hanno un valore rilevante, con punte del 35%(Academy of Natural Science). Si-
gnificativo anche il dato sulle attivita ausiliare (servizi commerciali ed altre attivita non strettamente con-
nesse con la funzione museale). Il Moma copre con questa attivita il 35,50% delle proprie entrate e ’Art
Institute di Chicago il 22,40%. Anche i diritti di ammissione e i contributi dei visitatori hanno una di-
screta importanza, ad esclusione del Canadian Museum of Nature e del Cleveland Museum of Art.

Si deve tenere conto del particolare status dei musei americani i cui patrimoni consistenti permettono
considerevoli rendite. Sulla costituzione di questi patrimoni ha un peso rilevante 'apporto di contributi
privati e di imprese. E” questo il vero motore dei musei americani.

2 Fa eccezione il Getty che ha una situazione completamente diversa da quella degli altri musei.



Per quanto riguarda le donazioni (Grafico 2) i valori sono molto diversi e condizionati da molteplici fat-
tori, legati in generale alla storia e alle tradizioni culturali anglosassoni, al numero dei visitatori del muse-
o, alle modalita organizzative ed in particolare a quelle che presidiano le attivita di fund rising.
